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Profile:  

Bharrat Jagdeo is the President of the Republic of Guyana at age 35. He assumed the offices of Head of State and Government and Commander in Chief of the Armed Forces of Guyana in August of 1999. Prior to assuming the presidency, Mr. Jagdeo, an economist by training, served as his country’s Senior Minister of Finance from 1995, having been appointed a Junior Minister of Finance and a member of his country’s National Assembly two years earlier.

During his tenure as Minister of Finance he spearheaded the crafting of his country’s National Development Strategy, and is also the architect of his country’s Low Carbon Development Strategy which has won international plaudits and which aims at placing his country’s economy on a “green” trajectory to growth. Guyana has enjoyed impressive social and economic progress under his presidency.  From being one of the most indebted countries per capita in the world, Guyana has under President Jagdeo’s prudent and visionary leadership been restored to the path of debt sustainability and international creditworthiness. 

President Jagdeo has held a number of important international and regional appointments. He was the President Pro Tempore of the Union of South American Nations (UNASUR) from 2009- 2010; a former Chairperson (2007-2008) of the Rio Group and a multiple Chair of the Caribbean Community (CARICOM). In 2005 -2006, he chaired the Board of Governors of the International Monetary Fund and the World Bank Group. At present he is a member of the Board of the Global Green Institute. He was also part of an international team that toured Africa as part of under the auspices of the Carter Center. He has held a number of other international directorships. 

President Bharrat Jagdeo was the recipient of the 2010 United Nations Champion of the Earth Award, the Puskin Medal from the State of Russia and the Parvasi Bharatiya Samman Award from the Government of India. His outstanding advocacy on the environment has gained in recognition globally, and in 2008 the prestigious Time Magazine listed him as one of their heroes of the Environment.
